Dear Parent(s),

   We would like to take this opportunity to welcome you and your son to Royal Rangers Outpost 125!  Every boy participating in the Royal Rangers ministry should be prepared for a fun and exciting time here at The Mission Church in Holmes, NY.  A future filled with games, crafts, camping, Scripture, and learning about our Lord and Savior awaits every boy.  Our goal is to work with you to help develop your son into a total boy for Christ and to guide his footsteps along the path to developing as a Christian man and a citizen in the Kingdom of God.

   The Commanders of the Royal Rangers ministry team in Outpost 125 are very excited about the future of the Royal Rangers program and we are looking forward to assisting you in helping your son grow in his walk with the Lord.  There is an awesome movement of God happening in the Church today and we have many blessings to be thankful for.  In the past, we have seen boys coming to know Jesus Christ as their Savior, being filled by the Holy Spirit, and receiving the Lord’s healing touch.  These are the things that we want to see happening again and again in our Royal Ranger weekly meetings, campouts, and outings.

   Royal Rangers is a pathway to adventure.  As a Ranger, your son will learn many outdoors and personal skills that will be helpful to him for years to come.  He will have the opportunity to learn about the great outdoors, study wildlife, and learn other skills valuable in the four ways a boy grows:  physically, spiritually, mentally, and socially (Luke 2:52).

   Royal Rangers learn the importance of low-impact, no-trace outings.  When on day camps, hikes, or campouts, Rangers are conservation-minded, leaving the location cleaner than it was before they arrived and 
leaving it as if they had never been there – leaving no trace.

   Royal Rangers will develop lifelong friendships and find opportunities to work together through the buddy system and the patrol system.  The buddy system means that your son should always have a Ranger buddy with him at all activities, outings, and campouts and they will look out for each other at all times.  The patrol system enables him and the members of his patrol to work together as a team to accomplish great things.

   Royal Rangers will give your son the opportunity to earn exciting advancements on the trail to earning the highest award in Royal Rangers, the Gold Medal of Achievement.  He will learn the importance of setting goals and develop the self-confidence that comes from accomplishing these goals.

   Royal Rangers will develop and challenge your son spiritually through weekly Bible studies, Scripture memorization, and devotions.  Royal Rangers will help him learn the importance of duty, commitment, and maturity, helping him to become a man of God.  The Outpost Rules of Conduct, the Three R’s (reverence, respect, responsibility), and the Royal Ranger Code and Motto will give him boundaries for daily living.  The Commanders will continue to challenge him to become a prayer warrior and encourage him to devote himself to daily Bible reading.  We believe that the Bible is the ultimate “handbook”, filled with instructions for how to live your life in a manner that is pleasing to God.

   The document that you are holding in your hands right now has been designed for both you and your son.  Everything that you need to know about our Royal Rangers program can be found in these pages.  We ask that you review this information with your son.  Also, we ask that you read the booklet titled “Preventing Child and Substance Abuse: A Parent’s Guide” (included inside the cover of your son’s handbook) with him.  You must sign and return the back page of this booklet to indicate that you and your son have read and understand the information contained within it.  Lastly, you and your son should sign and date the Outpost 125 Royal Rangers Contract of Agreement included in this packet.  This will let us know that you have read this document and are willing to participate in the Royal Rangers ministry as a member of Outpost 125 at The Mission Church.

what is royal rangers?

   Let us begin by stating what Royal Rangers is not.  Royal Rangers is not all about doing nothing but playing games and having fun.  Royal Rangers is not all about camping.  Royal Rangers is most definitely not a “babysitting” service for boys while their parents attend the Wednesday night service.

   Royal Rangers is a ministry that reaches across the United States and in over 80 nations around the world.  This ministry motivates boys spiritually through Bible study and memorization, devotions, and Christian role models.  Royal Ranger boys are strengthened mentally by an advanced, awards-based weekly learning program.  They increase their physical prowess by participation in age-appropriate activities and recreation.  Finally, they are introduced to church, community, and nature-related activities to develop their social skills and awareness.  Dedicated leaders, called Commanders, provide the boys the necessary direction during the weekly outpost meetings.  The meetings are designed to develop the total boy for Christ and to offer love and understanding between the boy and a godly role model.

   The mission of the Royal Rangers ministry is to “reach, teach, and keep boys for Christ.”  Our purpose is to evangelize boys for Christ and to keep boys in the church.  We aim to instruct, challenge, and inspire our boys in the areas of Bible doctrine, Christian service, moral conduct, and the basic beliefs of our church through interesting activities that the boys enjoy.

   The Royal Rangers ministry has four basic goals that we wish to attain.  These goals are as follows:

1. To instruct in Bible doctrine - When a boy completes this program he should have a basic knowledge of what the Bible teaches.

2. To challenge for Christian service – When a boy completes the program he should be ready to take his place in the area of Christian service where God wants him to be.

3. To inspire a belief in the fundamental tenets of our church – When a boy completes the program he should be Christian in belief for the rest of his life.

4. To satisfy the boy’s basic need for activity – A boy engaged in this program should have enough interesting activities to do to prevent him from being tempted to engage in undesirable activities.

  OK, now we know what the goals of the ministry are.  How do we achieve the desired results?  Here is how we work to attain the stated goals:

1. Through activities – Boys must have activities.  If we do not provide a suitable outlet for their energies, they will find them elsewhere.

a. Camping is a magic word to the heart of a boy.  It conjures up images of fun, adventure, achievement, and fellowship.  Boys dream of camping out, building fires, cooking meals, and hiking in the woods.  To fully enjoy camping, however, boys will be taught skills in fire craft, cooking, first aid, sanitation, rope craft, compass usage, nature study, etc. that will remain useful for the rest of their lives.

b. Games are important because through them boys can be taught citizenship, fair play, loyalty, and teamwork.

c. Outings stimulate new interests, provide a chance to do something different, and teach object lessons through discussions of the places visited.

d. Physical fitness activities teach the boys the importance of a strong, healthy body, teach the harmful effects of bad habits on the body, and teach that cleanliness and good health enhance our testimony.

e. Stories capture the imaginations of the boys and put their minds to work on Biblical history and important life lessons.

f. Ceremonies provide personal satisfaction for the boys.  Being recognized for your accomplishments is always enjoyable.

2. Through instruction in Christian living – Through Royal Rangers, boys will learn proper conduct and a sense of responsibility.

a. Only through instruction and example can a boy learn proper personal conduct, social conduct, and moral conduct to be followed as a Christian.

b. Boys are expected to be responsible.  The Royal Rangers program will develop the boy’s sense of responsibility to God, the church, their family, and their community.

3. Through Christian indoctrination – Boys in the Royal Rangers will be constantly exposed to God’s Word, educated in Bible doctrine, and taught to observe the fundamental beliefs of the Assemblies of God.

   The Royal Rangers program is broken down into four groupings.  These groups are structured based upon the age/education level of the boys.  As the boys grow, they will graduate from one group to the next, beginning with Kindergarten and ending with their senior year of high school.
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Boys in Kindergarten, 1st Grade, and 2nd Grade (approximately ages 5-7) participate in the Ranger Kids program.  This impressionable age group is foundational in providing the background and training for additional participation in the Royal Rangers program.  The boys follow a well-designed three-year advancement trail that ends with their graduation to the Discovery Rangers program.

[image: image60.jpg]Boys in 3rd Grade, 4th Grade, and 5th Grade (approximately ages 8-10) participate in the Discovery Rangers program.  This program has a flexible advancement structure based in camping and non-camping activities.  Boys are able to move at their own pace within the merit-driven advancement system.  Merit patches with red and blue borders, along with the orange-bordered Bible merits are aimed at this age group.  Like the Ranger Kids program, Discovery Rangers has a three-year advancement trail that ends with the boys graduating into the Adventure Rangers program.

[image: image61.jpg]Boys in 6th Grade, 7th Grade, and 8th Grade (approximately ages 11-13) participate in the Adventure Rangers program.  Like the Discovery Rangers program, the boys will develop advanced camping and non-camping skills, and the advancement trail is merit driven.  Merit patches with green and gold borders, along with the brown-bordered Bible merits are aimed at this age group.  This is also when the boys can begin participation in the Frontiersman Camping Fellowship (FCF).  At this time, the boys are working toward earning their Gold Medal of Achievement (GMA), the most prestigious award that any Royal Ranger can attain (and every bit as challenging as becoming an Eagle Scout in BSA).  

   The path of the Adventure Rangers trail is also the time when interest in the Youth ministry (and girls) begins to peek out.  Our Youth ministry at The Mission Church is very dynamic and exciting, filled with teens (and girls) on fire for God.  Boys that wish to transition out of Royal Rangers and into the Youth program are sent with our blessings.  Of course, boys that wish to continue working on their Adventure Rangers trail (while participating in Youth activities) may make arrangements with their Commander to do so!  Although attendance at weekly Wednesday night meetings is not possible, we will make accommodations for boys who wish to put forth the extra effort.
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Young men who are freshmen, sophomores, juniors, and seniors in high school (approximately ages 14-17) participate in the Expedition Rangers program.  Silver bordered merits are designed specifically for the Expedition Rangers program and participants are able to perform Christian service missions and attend Men’s Ministries events.  Another part of the Expedition Rangers advancement trail is the Spirit Challenge.  This is part of the final step in preparing the young men of the church to assume leadership roles (in their home and in their church).  Young men wishing to participate in the Expedition Rangers will also need to be highly involved in the Youth ministry.  
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boy leadership and the patrol system
   With so many men in leadership positions, you may think that the boys have nothing left to do but follow the directions of their elders.  Nothing could be further from the truth.  We want to develop the boys of today into the men who will lead (both in the church and in his home) in the future.  We look forward to the day when the young bucks are taking over for us old timers.

   Boys love to gather together in groups of like interests (such as sports teams, clubs, and even, unfortunately, gangs).  The Royal Ranger patrol system provides boys with a great alternative and gives each boy a close-knit group to “hang out” with.  Patrols also give each boy the chance to try on the mantle of leadership; to start learning what it means to make decisions that affect others, to fail and learn from their failures, to succeed and gain confidence from that success.  Patrols change Royal Rangers from a ministry for boys run by men into a training ground for men-to-be.  Every boy that joins the Outpost 125 Royal Rangers ministry will be assigned to a patrol.  

   The patrol is a special group of 5 to 8 boys that act together as a team within their age group and learn how to govern themselves.  Time is set aside at the beginning of our weekly meetings for the patrols to meet and plan what they would like to do, as well as work on patrol projects.  During recreation activities, patrols are used to form teams or sides and during ceremonies, the patrols stand in formation together.  Patrols are used to help create friendship and team spirit within the group.  They also provide a means of setting up healthy competition between the boys to strive and out perform others in reaching their goals.  Patrols help maintain order and discipline within the group and encourage boys to learn how to lead and how to follow.  Patrols establish a unique identity within their group by picking a patrol name that represents a quality or characteristic that they would like to have, designing and constructing a patrol flag with a unique design, creating a patrol song or rap to sing together, and developing a patrol yell used to keep cadence while marching as a group.   

   Each patrol elects (from its own ranks) a leadership team that will guide the patrol over the course of their term of office (generally 3 to 6 months).  The leadership team consists of a Patrol Guide and an Assistant Patrol Guide.
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Patrol Guide – The leader of a patrol is called a Patrol Guide.  Patrol Guides are generally responsible for leading their patrol meetings, keeping patrol members informed of outpost activities and events, preparing the patrol to participate in patrol specific group activities, developing patrol spirit amongst his fellow patrol members, and delegating responsibilities amongst his peers for patrol duties (such as generating a duty roster for campsite maintenance while on a camping outing).  He is also responsible for setting an example for his Assistant Patrol Guide and patrol members to follow.
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Assistant Patrol Guide – The Patrol Guide’s companion is called an Assistant Patrol Guide Assistant Patrol Guides are generally responsible for working with the Patrol Guide and helping him fulfill his leadership duties, while always being ready to fill the Patrol Guides shoes when he cannot be present with the patrol.  The Assistant Patrol Guide post is the perfect place for a boy to prepare himself for future duty as a Patrol Guide and he should look to his current Patrol Guide to provide an example for him to follow.
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Senior Patrol Guide – Together, the Patrol Guides and Assistant Patrol Guides in each age group (except the Ranger Kids) elect one of the Patrol Guides to act as an overall leader (subject to the approval of their group Commander) called a Senior Patrol Guide to serve for 3 to 6 months.  The Senior Patrol Guide is generally responsible for acting as a go-between for the Commanders and the patrols, making sure that the Patrol Staff members work well together, and leading the opening ceremonies.  He also acts as an assistant for his group Commander and Lieutenant Commanders.  He will elect (subject to the approval of their Commander) an Assistant Senior Patrol Guide. 

   Every Ranger also has the opportunity to serve in further special Junior Leadership positions.
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Outpost Chaplain’s Assistant – The young man chosen to serve as the Chaplain’s Assistant plays an important role.  He is chosen by the Outpost Chaplain, the Senior Commander, and the group Commanders.  He can serve 3 to 6 months in this role.  His duties include demonstrating spiritual maturity, developing patrol spirit, working with other Patrol Staff members, helping the Outpost Chaplain conduct devotions, and being available to console and befriend members of the group.  This position is available to boys in Discovery Rangers, Adventure Rangers, and Expedition Rangers.
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Outpost Scribe – Record keeping is a vital part of every outpost and it is up to the Scribe to assist the group Commander and Senior Guide in maintaining up-to-date records of each meeting as well as assisting the Commander in maintaining the advancement records of every boy on his Trail of the Grizzly, Trail to the Gold Medal of Achievement, and in his quest to become Ranger of the Year.  This is the only junior leadership position available to Ranger Kids.
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Outpost Scout – This position is only available to members of the Frontiersman Camping Fellowship (FCF).  The Scout is responsible for working with his group Commander, Senior Commander, the sectional FCF representative and scout to encourage participation in FCF amongst his fellow outpost members.  He should be available to assist others in their advancement work in earning the appropriate merits to join FCF.  Only Adventure Rangers and Expedition Rangers may serve as Outpost Scout.

Outpost Quartermaster – The boy in this position will be responsible for assisting the Commanders in organizing the necessary equipment to run meetings and in managing the camping supplies for the outpost.  He is responsible for working with the Outpost Council, his group Commander, and the Senior Commander in maintaining accurate records of all outpost materiel and tracking its usage.  This position is available to boys in Discovery Rangers, Adventure Rangers, and Expedition Rangers.

a vital part of the royal rangers ministry team

   On the subject of leadership, we would like to mention a vital part of the Royal Rangers ministry team; the parents of each boy.  The Commanders only have the attention of the boys for a few hours each week.  The rest of the week, the boys of Outpost 125 are under the guidance of their parents and these parents will have the greatest impact on the lives and development of these boys as they grow to become young, Christian men.  Parents who are involved with their son’s Royal Ranger activities and show interest and excitement in what the boys are accomplishing will inspire greater interest and support in the boys.  If the parents just drop their son off on Wednesday night and then pick them up after service without showing any interest in what they are doing, then the boys will feel that the program is unimportant and not worth putting their best effort into.

   Please let your son know through your words and actions that his participation in Royal Rangers is a valuable experience.  Show that you are interested in his Christian development by helping him with his memory verses and take-home assignments, by asking him about the meetings and what went on that night, and by volunteering to participate in Royal Ranger activities.  Without you, the parents, the Royal Rangers ministry is severely impaired.

statements of faith

      These are the “Statements of Faith” of the Royal Rangers ministry.  These represent the Sixteen Fundamental Doctrines of the Assemblies of God.

1. WE BELIEVE...The Scriptures are Inspired by God and declare His design and plan for mankind.
2. WE BELIEVE...There is only One True God–revealed in three persons...Father, Son, and Holy Spirit (commonly known as the Trinity).

3. WE BELIEVE...In the Deity of the Lord Jesus Christ. As God's son Jesus was both human and divine. 
4. WE BELIEVE...though originally good, Man Willingly Fell to Sin–ushering evil and death, both physical and spiritual, into the world.

5. WE BELIEVE...Every Person Can Have Restored Fellowship with God Through 'Salvation' (trusting Christ, through faith and repentance, to be our personal Savior). [1 of 4 cardinal doctrines of the AG]

6. WE BELIEVE...and practice two ordinances—(1) Water Baptism by Immersion after repenting of one's sins and receiving Christ's gift of salvation, and (2) Holy Communion (the Lord's Supper) as a symbolic remembrance of Christ's suffering and death for our salvation.

7. WE BELIEVE...the Baptism in the Holy Spirit is a Special Experience Following Salvation that empowers believers for witnessing and effective service, just as it did in New Testament times. [1 of 4 cardinal doctrines of the AG]

8. WE BELIEVE... The Initial Physical Evidence of the Baptism in the Holy Spirit is ‘Speaking in Tongues,’ as experienced on the Day of Pentecost and referenced throughout Acts and the Epistles.

9. WE BELIEVE...Sanctification Initially Occurs at Salvation and is not only a declaration that a believer is holy, but also a progressive lifelong process of separating from evil as believers continually draw closer to God and become more Christlike.

10. WE BELIEVE...The Church has a Mission to seek and save all who are lost in sin. We believe 'the Church' is the Body of Christ and consists of the people who, throughout time, have accepted God's offer of redemption (regardless of religious denomination) through the sacrificial death of His son Jesus Christ.

11. WE BELIEVE...A Divinely Called and Scripturally Ordained Leadership Ministry Serves the Church. The Bible teaches that each of us under leadership must commit ourselves to reach others for Christ, to worship Him with other believers, to build up or edify the body of believers (the Church) and to meet human need with ministries of love and compassion.

12. WE BELIEVE...Divine Healing of the Sick is a Privilege for Christians Today and is provided for in Christ's atonement (His sacrificial death on the cross for our sins). [1 of 4 cardinal doctrines of the AG]

13. WE BELIEVE...in The Blessed Hope—When Jesus Raptures His Church Prior to His Return to Earth (the second coming). At this future moment in time all believers who have died will rise from their graves and will meet the Lord in the air, and Christians who are alive will be caught up with them, to be with the Lord forever. [1 of 4 cardinal doctrines of the AG]

14. WE BELIEVE...in The Millennial Reign of Christ when Jesus returns with His saints at His second coming and begins His benevolent rule over earth for 1,000 years. This millennial reign will bring the salvation of national Israel and the establishment of universal peace.

15. WE BELIEVE...A Final Judgment Will Take Place for those who have rejected Christ. They will be judged for their sin and consigned to eternal punishment in a punishing lake of fire.
16. WE BELIEVE...and look forward to the perfect New Heavens and a New Earth that Christ is preparing for all people, of all time, who have accepted Him. We will live and dwell with Him there forever following His millennial reign on Earth. 'And so shall we forever be with the Lord!'

royal rangers emblem
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   At the very foundation of the emblem is a gold circle that represents Jesus Christ as the “sun of righteousness rising with healing in His wings” (Malachi 4:2).  The past, present, and future of Royal Rangers rests on the solid foundation of Jesus Christ.

   Surrounding the circle, like a halo, is a ring of pure white.  This is like the purity that radiates from Christ Himself.

   Resting upon these are the eight blue points of the Royal Ranger Code.  These represent the very essence of what it means to be a Royal Ranger.  These sign posts of integrity are what the Commanders (with guidance from the Holy Spirit) strive to erect in the lives of the boys that we touch, and they are the bricks we use to build the testimonies of our lives.  A Royal Ranger is Alert, Clean, Honest, Courageous, Loyal, Courteous, Obedient, and Spiritual.

   Next are the four red points, the cardinal doctrines of the Assemblies of God; the beliefs that we hold to and which define us as human beings.  Salvation brings us back to God.  Baptism in the Holy Spirit empowers us to be more like Christ.  Divine Healing is the power of God in our lives, both physically and spiritually.  The Rapture is the Blessed Hope that we all long for.

   These all help support the four gold points which represent the four ways in which a boy grows.  These are the end result; a boy growing into a complete Christian man, Christ-like and able to perform as a leader of men.  This is God’s purpose and ultimate goal for every boy.  Physical, mental, spiritual, and social growth is exhibited in every boy who grasps the passion of Jesus Christ through the Royal Rangers adventure.

   Covering all of this are the golden letters that spell out the name of the Royal Rangers, floating upon the red blood of Christ that was shed for us.  It separates us from the world while we are yet in it.

the “new” three r’s

  As adults, we are all very familiar with the traditional three R’s of education (reading, writing, and arithmetic).  However, we have seen a generation of children that is severely lacking in another set of three R’s.  These children lack reverence for the Church, have little respect for authority or the elderly, and refuse to take responsibility for their actions.  We believe that, in time, God will be making a huge impact on the youth of this generation.  Therefore, we want to train our young men in the discipline of the “new” three R’s (reverence, respect, responsibility).

REVERENCE

   All members of the Body of Christ must have reverence for the Word of God, the House of God, the Presence of God, the Movement of God, and the Men of God.  This is for the betterment of the Church and our walk with Jesus Christ.

rules of conduct
   The following list contains the rules of conduct that we expect every boy to follow as part of his Royal Rangers experience.  Please make sure that your son understands that he will be expected to follow these rules, even where they differ from the rules he lives by at home or at school.  Of course, no boy can be expected to behave perfectly at all times and we understand that discipline will be an occasional issue.  However, if your son causes continual disruption of the classroom or becomes violent, he will be removed from the class and taken to the Senior Commander to prayerfully discuss his behavior.  If he continues to be disruptive or violent, then he will be taken to his parents and will remain with them for the remainder of the meeting.  Corporal punishment is strictly forbidden for any situation.  Any disciplinary actions will be discussed with the parents.

1. Be Prompt – Be sure to arrive for any Royal Ranger event or meeting in a timely manner.  Arriving late not only causes distractions, but also prevents you from benefiting from full participation in the planned event and may result in your being left behind when we attend outings and events.  On Wednesday evenings, try to arrive by no later than 6:55 PM.    Parents should plan on picking up their sons promptly at 8:30 PM (your children have been left in our care and we are responsible for their safety until you retrieve them; we will not release them without a parent or guardian present to escort them).

2.   Listen – You cannot hear God or the Commander’s instructions if you are talking out of turn or not paying attention.  Even worse, you may be preventing your fellow Rangers from hearing what they need to hear.  Please give others the respect they deserve by listening and paying attention at all times.  A Royal Ranger is alert and courteous.

3. Obey – A Royal Ranger is obedient.  He obeys his parents, leaders, and those in authority.  It is vital that a Ranger learn obedience, for we must all obey God’s Word and His Will.

4. Cooperate – A Ranger must have a good, willing attitude and follow directions given to him by his leaders.  Nobody ever is able to do only the things that they want to do.  We all want to have fun, but we need to work together so every boy can complete his work quickly.  Then we can play!

5. No Abusive Language – In the Word of God, James 3 tells us just how dangerous an untamed tongue can be.  Name-calling and making fun of somebody can hurt them very deeply and is rude.

6. No Physical Violence – Sometimes, a boy may become a bit animated or aggressive when participating in a physical activity.  This is normal and expected and will be dealt with discreetly when it occurs.  However, deliberately violent acts will not be tolerated.  Violence does not solve anything.

7. Bring Your Bible – Part of being responsible is remembering to bring your Bible to every Royal Ranger meeting.  You cannot learn the Word of God without your Bible.

8. Bring Your Handbook – You will need your Handbook in order to help you complete your advancements at our weekly meetings and to record when you accomplish a required advancement goal.  You will also need to take it home to work on your advancements outside of our meetings.  Please be responsible and remember to bring your Handbook with you to all Royal Ranger meetings.

9. Wear Your Uniform – The Royal Rangers is a team, working together.  Wearing your uniform lets everyone know that you are proud to be a part of that team.

10. Minimize Distractions – Please do not bring any candy, toys, games, electronic gadgets, or other items that will disturb and/or distract you or your fellow Rangers.  Exceptions may be made with the express approval of your Commander.

DISCOVERY RANGERS of outpost 125
what is discovery rangers?

      Discovery Rangers is the portion of the Royal Rangers ministry designed specifically for boys that are attending 3rd Grade, 4th Grade, or 5th Grade in school (approximately ages 8-10).  This program has a flexible advancement structure based in camping and non-camping activities.  Boys are able to move at their own pace within the merit-driven advancement system and the 3-year circular lesson plan structure for weekly meetings means that boys are never waiting for the next time that a particular merit award is taught.  Merit patches with red and blue borders, along with the orange-bordered Bible merits are aimed at this age group.  Time is set aside during every weekly outpost meeting to work on one red, blue, or green merit (during the Advancement section) and to work on one orange merit (during the Bible Study section).  Through interactive learning and fun activities, Discovery Rangers will grow physically, spiritually, mentally, and socially.
discovery rangers uniforms

The purpose of the Discovery Rangers uniform is to identify a boy as a Discovery Ranger and to give him a place to proudly wear the advancement and merit awards that he has earned.
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The official Class C uniform is comprised of an award vest that should be worn over a Royal Rangers or Discovery Ranger T-shirt, blue jeans or shorts, and a pair of shoes that are in nice condition (again, sneakers are OK).  As an option, a boy may choose to wear a Royal Ranger baseball cap or a Discovery Ranger baseball cap with his Class C uniform.  The award vest is where a Discovery Ranger will display his merit awards, leadership training awards, event patches, and previously earned advancement badges.

merit award badges

   One of the most exciting aspects of the Discovery Rangers is the variety of merit awards that are available to be earned.  There are three (3) types of merit awards that are specifically designed for the Discovery Rangers age group.
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   Red merit awards are earned while the boys learn extremely useful outdoor skills and life skills.  There are a total of twenty (20) different red merits that are available to be earned. The requirements for earning each red merit can be found in the Discovery Rangers Handbook.  At the end of his Discovery Rangers trail, a boy should have earned at least ten (10) of these merits.  Boys striving to earn the Gold Eagle medal will be required to earn ten (10) red merits from a variety of skill categories (a chart detailing this requirement can be found in the Discovery Rangers Handbook).  Boys striving to earn the Gold Medal of Achievement will be required to earn four (4) red merits (Family Life, Cooking, Tool Craft, and Safety – these are the only Discovery Ranger merits that may be earned for credit toward the GMA).  There are seven (7) red merits (Compass, Cooking, Fire Craft, First Aid Skills, Lashing, Rope Craft, and Tool Craft) which have an image of a green bear paw in their background.  These are the required red merits for earning the Trail of the Grizzly award (the basic requirement for Adventure Rangers to enter the Frontiersman Camping Fellowship).  The Church merit has an image of a black bear paw in its background.  It is the only required red merit for advancing to Buckskin rank within the FCF.
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   Blue merit awards are earned while the boys learn fun and exciting hobbies and mental skills.  There are a total of thirty (30) different blue merits that are available to be earned.  The requirements for earning each blue merit can be found in the Discovery Rangers Handbook.  There are no required blue merits to be earned, however blue merits may be used to fill the eight (8) available optional merit slots for earning the Gold Eagle medal.  Blue merits (like the majority of the red merits) may not be used to fulfill requirements for earning the Gold Medal of Achievement.
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   Orange merit awards are earned while the boys learn about the Holy Bible.  In order to earn a Bible merit a boy must complete (8) lessons from any combination of Bible lesson sets. Each subsequent merit is earned by completing an additional (8) lessons.  There are a total of twenty-four (24) different orange merits that are available to be earned.  The majority of these deal with Old Testament books; however the four Gospels and the Book of Acts from the New Testament are also orange merits to be earned.  A boy striving to earn the Gold Eagle medal or Gold Medal of Achievement must earn all twenty-four (24) orange merits.  The requirements for the Bible merit may be found in the Discovery Rangers or Adventure Rangers Handbook.

Each Bible lesson set (orange or brown) has been specifically written to address one of five key subject areas of particular significance to boys and young men:
· Biblical Worldview

· Bible Doctrine

· Sexuality / Integrity

· Cultural Issues

· Christlike Manhood
To complete each lesson, the boys READ a story, article, or passage of scripture together as a group, REFLECT on what they’ve read by group discussion, and RESPOND to the message by defining ways they can apply the concept in their daily lives.  The boys are also encouraged to continue their individual spiritual progress through a personal daily Bible reading plan of their choosing.

*Leaders have the option of creating their own Bible lessons or using lessons from another source for up to (2) of the (8) lessons required for each merit.  Those (2) lessons may be taken for any material approved by their church leadership.
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   Green merit awards are actually designed for use with the Adventure Rangers age group.  They are considered to be a bit advanced for Discovery Rangers, but a resourceful and intelligent boy can reach beyond his expectations to earn these merits.  There are a total of fifty-one (51) different green merits that are available to be earned.  The requirements for earning each green merit can be found in the Adventure Rangers Handbook (see your Commander for more information).  There are no required green merits to be earned, however green merits may be used to fill the eight (8) available optional merit slots for earning the Gold Eagle medal or the eight (8) available optional merit slots for earning the Gold Medal of Achievement.  There are two (2) green merits (Archery and Knife & Hawk) which have an image of a black bear paw in their background.  These are the required green merits for advancing to Buckskin rank within the Frontiersman Camping Fellowship (although the Archery merit may be replaced by the Expedition Rangers level silver Black Powder merit).  There are two (2) green merits (Primitive Shelters and Primitive Snares) which have an image of a white bear paw in their background.  These are the required green merits for advancing to Wilderness rank within the FCF.
discovery rangers advancement trail

 During each of his three years in the Discovery Rangers program, a boy will advance through four ranks to receive his trail advancement medal.  Each step of the trail is marked by the boys earning two orange Bible merits plus one or two additional merits (usually one red merit and one “other” merit).  Because of the circular nature of the Discovery Rangers curriculum, the boys do not necessarily all have to earn the same exact merits for each rank.  It is the quantity and color of the merits earned that matter, not the exact material studied to earn each merit.
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   In 3rd Grade, the boys will be following the Trail of the Falcon.  Every boy who earns his White, Red, Bronze, and Silver Falcon advancement badges and then completes his Gold Falcon Christian Service Project (minimum of 1 hour of service) will be eligible to receive his Gold Falcon medal (the required merits for each badge are shown below the badge).  A boy that earns his Silver or Gold Falcon award is prepared to move on to the Trail of the Hawk.
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   In 4th Grade, the boys will be following the Trail of the Hawk.  Every boy who earns his White, Red, Bronze, and Silver Hawk advancement badges, serves in a patrol leadership position (Senior Guide, Patrol Guide, or Assistant Patrol Guide) for at least 3 months, and completes his Gold Hawk Christian Service Project (minimum of 2 additional hours of service) will be eligible to receive his Gold Hawk medal (the required merits for each badge are shown below the badge).  A boy that earns his Silver or Gold Hawk award is prepared to move on to the Trail of the Eagle.
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   In the 5th Grade, the boys will be following the Trail of the Eagle.  Every boy who earns his White, Red, Bronze, and Silver Eagle advancement badges, serves in a patrol leadership position (Senior Guide, Patrol Guide, Assistant Patrol Guide) for an additional 6 months, and completes his Gold Eagle Christian Service Project (minimum of 3 additional hours of service) will be eligible to have his Gold Eagle application signed by Pastor Bill and submitted to the National Royal Ranger office for review (the required merits for each badge are shown below the badge).  When the Gold Eagle application is approved by the National Office, the medal candidate will be honored in a special Council of Achievement to recognize his achieving the ultimate award in the Discovery Rangers.  A boy that earns his Silver or Gold Eagle award is prepared to move on to further excitement in the Adventure Rangers program!
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leadership training opportunities

   Although the very basics of leadership training begin in the Ranger Kids Patrol Staff assignments, the Discovery Rangers age group is where the boys first begin having opportunities to receive formal leadership training.  This helps lay the foundation for future leadership training and begins to prepare the Christian boys of today to take their place as the Christian men of tomorrow, acting as leaders in their home and in their church.
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Leadership Merits
Leadership Merits are a key training tool for Discovery, Adventure, and Expedition Rangers.  Leadership merits are intended to be taught every six months by the group commander in one of two ways: in five weekly meetings, or in a one-day/weekend format. Each Merit includes lessons on the following universal skills:
· Social skills

· Equipping skills

· Attitude skills

· Leadership skills

· Servant skills
These leadership merits are taught at the local level.  The Commanders are not only learning, but also obligating themselves to model and implement what they are teaching. The leadership merits profit the local adult leaders as much as the junior leaders.
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Ranger Training Camp (RTC) is designed to help prepare boys for leadership in the local group and outpost. It is not a pre-requisite for Junior Leaders Development Academy (JLDA) attendance but is recommended for all boys 4th-6th grade.
Ranger Training Camp (RTC) is a district leadership training event for boys who have graduated the 4th grade but not yet in the 7th grade. RTC prepares boys to serve as junior leaders in a boy-led, adult-facilitated outpost. RTC can be offered in a camping, retreat center, or church venue. 
RTC will help boys discover answers to these questions:
· What is my role in my patrol and group?

· What are some of my God-given (natural) talents and strengths?

· How do I add value to my patrol and group?

· What responsibilities can I undertake to help my patrol and group




required materials
   The following is a list of the required materials that each boy is expected to have in his possession in order to participate in Wednesday night Outpost meetings and to attend most outings.  You may notice some repetition here from the Rules of Conduct.  This stresses how important we feel it is that your son understands his responsibilities as a Discovery Ranger.
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1.  Discovery Rangers Handbook – The Handbook is designed for both boys and their parents.  It provides uniform information and requirements for all of the red and blue merit awards.  It also features chapters about the patrol system, how to live your life according to the Ranger Code, the beliefs of our denomination, and a guide for growing up to become a mighty man of God.   Without his Handbook, a Discovery Ranger cannot properly track his progress and the Commanders cannot properly recognize him for his achievements.
   As a Ranger Kid, a boy has the option to leave his Handbook at church and take home photocopies of the material that he needs to review for next week’s meeting; however, this option is not available to Discovery Rangers.  Remembering to bring your Handbook to the meetings every week is a sign that you realize the importance of having the proper materials at hand in order to accomplish your objectives and shows an outward sign of a boy’s maturity level.

2.  The Holy Bible – You cannot learn the Word of God if you do not have your Bible with you.  The scriptures that are used in the Discovery Rangers program come from the New International Version (NIV) of the Bible.  It is recommended (but not required) that your Bible be an NIV Bible in order to reduce confusion.  It is understood that some Christians feel very strongly about the authority of the King James Version (KJV) of the Bible and we will certainly allow a boy to use his KJV Bible.

   Again, a Ranger Kid has the option to leave his “spare” Bible at church and use his “home” Bible for daily readings; an option that is not available to Discovery Rangers.  Like the Handbook, the Bible is an important part of every meeting and every boy is expected to bring his Bible with him.
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3.  Disc. Rangers Workbook – Presented in a loose-leaf binder, the Discovery Rangers Workbook is divided into three  sections (Orange, Red, and Blue) with many merit activity worksheets, detailed information about every required and elective merit that are part of the Discovery Rangers Advancement Trail, and sign-off sheets for the Commander to help each boy keep track of his advancement.  The activity sheets must be completed for a Discovery Ranger to earn the associated merit. The workbook is designed so boys who join mid-year can complete all of their merit advancements and keep up with the rest of the group.

   The Discovery Rangers Workbook will remain in the classroom at church.  This will be the Commander’s record of a Discovery Ranger’s progress on his advancement trail.  Occasionally, a photocopied assignment sheet will be sent home with the boys to be worked upon during the week.
4.  Discovery Rangers Uniform – Every sports team and branch of the military service (and even some schools) require their members to wear a uniform.  Wearing a uniform identifies you as part of the same group and imparts a sense of unity (Royal Rangers are readily identifiable when they are in uniform).  Wearing the uniform correctly and keeping it neat and clean develops pride in personal appearance.  Differences in social or economic status disappear when everyone is in uniform.  Finally, other members of the community will notice a boy or in his Royal Rangers uniform and may inquire about the program.  This offers a unique opportunity for a boy to come in contact with non-believers and share the gospel.  The bottom line is that we feel it is very important for a Discovery Ranger to always wear his uniform when he is participating in any Royal Rangers event.  Occasionally, we will be engaged in activities that would be “detrimental” to the continued service of a boy’s uniform.  At the Commander’s discretion, the uniform requirements may be waived when the boys will be engaged in messy activities.

5.  Offering – This is a delicate subject.  Part of learning one’s responsibilities as a member of the church is learning about the importance of supporting the ministry through tithes and offerings.  As can be seen through numerous Scriptures (Genesis 14:20, Genesis 28:22, the Mosaic laws in Leviticus, Numbers and Deuteronomy, Nehemiah 10:37-39, Malachi 3:7-10, and Hebrews 7), we are obligated to present a willing offering to the Lord.  Beginning to faithfully pay his tithe while he is a Royal Ranger will put a boy into the habit of gladly tithing to support the missions and ministry of the whole church when he becomes an adult.  Ideally, a boy would give 10% of his income (allowance, grass cutting, gifts, etc.).  The monetary amount given is not important (remember the parable of the widow in Mark 12:41-44 and Luke 21:1-4), but the act of giving sacrificially with a willing heart is critical.  Giving even just a penny with the right attitude will set a boy on the right path.

A NOTE ABOUT FINANCES:

In a perfect world, there would be no financial requirements for the Royal Rangers program.  However, the truth is that in order for Royal Rangers to operate, money is required (it costs the outpost upwards of $100 per boy every year to maintain the program).  The expenses incurred include outpost chartering fees, curriculum purchases, promotional materials, missions support, and others.  The $35 registration fee and $0.25 dues will go towards these expenses.  The Master’s Toolbox money will go towards missions through BGMCW (http://bgmc.ag.org/toolbox/).
